The Future by Janet Huseby

The Achievement Gap, an old fashioned daily schedule, and the challenges of providing a stimulating
academic experience for all students have been hot topics at Berkeley High for a long time. Two years
ago, the School Wide Plan and the more recently superintendent-and-school-board-approved 2020
Plan, with their clarion calls for reform, formally set planning for the future in motion.

Last school year and this fall, a 35-member Futures Committee made up faculty, staff, parents and
students studied, analyzed and discussed a number of innovative ideas including an advisory period
and a more flexible daily schedule. At the School Governance Council meeting on Oct. 14, the Futures
Committee handed the baton to a smaller working group of six to nine teachers who are charged with
writing a comprehensive plan which will be available for input at three community meetings and
several student forums during November. The SGC is hoping to consider an amended plan before the
end of December in order to submit it to School Board school board in January.

“My goal for the Berkeley Unified School District,” said Superintendent Bill Huyett at an all district
staff meeting on Oct. 13, “is rigorous, culturally relevant teaching and learning, using a standards-based
and innovative curriculum.”

The Superintendent and the School Board recently approved the 2020 Plan which calls for eliminating
the Achievement Gap by the year 2020. At the meeting in the Berkeley Community Theater, and later to
the high school faculty, the Superintendent urged district employees to support him in his mission to
close the troubling achievement gap.

Huyett, who spent 22 of his 35 years in education working at high schools, described himself as an
educator “known for questioning the status quo.” One of his greatest achievements, he said, was
working with disadvantaged youth in the Central Valley. In Lodi where he served as superintendent
before coming to Berkeley, high school reform one of his chief interests including an advisory period in
which students met with a faculty member on a regular basis to supervise their academic progress and
block scheduling.

Typically, Huyett said, block scheduling allows teachers to work with about 90 children a day, rather
than 160, allowing for closer relationships to develop. The downside includes the fact that class size is
boosted by about 10 percent, because one-quarter of the faculty is on prep in any given period, rather
than one-sixth, as in the traditional six-period day. He suggested creating a four-year plan for
advisories, to avoid the trap of “running out of gas” by the end of the first year.

The superintendent noted that the six-period school day is not set in stone, and was created as a
schedule for factory workers. “Change is bound to produce a lot of anxiety,” Huyett said, “but I know
of few schools, after taking the decision to move to block scheduling, that have reversed course.”
During the interview process preceding his appointment, Huyett said he was asked “why a guy from
Lodi would want to live in Berkeley.” “If you'd known me in college,” he said by way of explanation,
“you’d know I was a student leader during the Cambodian invasion (in 1970) and shut down the
University of Virginia. I like to challenge the status quo.”

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Lettet from the Principal

Dear Berkeley High Families,

The war against drug and alcohol abuse is being waged today on many fronts.
At Berkeley High School, we work to help our students avoid problems in these
areas. Few would deny that the process of prevention is the most important
strategy of all.

For families, that priority means that the first responsibility is theirs. The home
is the grass roots level where prevention must take place. However unlikely we
may think it might be for our children to become involved in substance abuse,
we must remember that no family is beyond the possibility of the problem. It
is critical that as families of high school-age students, we constantly work
towards prevention. The information that follows contains some important
guidelines:

Be a good example. Studies show a strong correlation between rates of drug
use in adolescents and the standards of their parents, in both their own use of
drugs and in more general areas of day-to-day life.

Respect drugs yourself. Parents who abuse their own minds and bodies with
alcohol, tobacco and drug use forfeit their credibility for counseling their
children in these matters.

Handle personal challenges maturely. Drug use often signals an attempt to
escape unpleasant realities both in adolescents and adults. The drink taken to
relax after a hard day’s work teaches children that the routine stresses of life
require chemical relief. Ask yourself: “How do I handle frustration, boredom
and conflicts with other family members?”

Build your child’s self-confidence. A second common source of drug abuse is
low self esteem. As a parent, you hold the most important key to your child’s
estimation of her or himself: a love that can nurture both security and courage.
Keep in mind these priorities.

Use praise. Sooner or later children argue with most of what their parents
believe with one exception: They almost always accept without question their
parents’ evaluation of them. What do your words and actions tell your
children about their worth?

Foster confidence. Kids need to find some area in which they can become
skilled and confident. Parents can provide opportunities and encouragement
for excelling in the area of the child’s interest and comfort for the minor
failures that are inevitable in the process of growth.

Strive toward unity at home. Disunity at home can be another cause of drug
abuse in young people. Some homes resemble either a prison, with each
cellmate isolated in his or her own little room, or as a constant battlefield.
Some helpful suggestions:

Plan family activities. Most troubled teens report that they can not remember
their families ever doing much together or developing any common interest.

Discuss mutual commitments. A family without basic agreements about
values, goals and priorities will result in confused standards and rebellion in
the children. There has been a dramatic increase in alcohol use among our
students on our traditional Spirit Day, which we brought back to Berkeley High
School five years ago. We are in process of debating whether this is a safe activity
to sponsor. We need parental help to ensure that your child is not involved in the
use of alcohol at school. Please have this conversation with your child.

Finally, work towards positive communication.The bridge of communication
between parent and child is one of the most important structures a family can
build. If strong, it can be a channel to your child for resisting peer pressure and
a bridge for discussing temptations. Building that bridge requires time; not just
quality, but quantity as well. It also requires humility, the willingness to listen
and be open to suggestions and criticism. Most of all, however, the bridge of
communication is built on sensitivity to your children’s needs, interest, hopes,
fears, strengths and weaknesses. Being in touch with your child’s world, both
the world within them and their environment at school may be the most
flritislal key of all to help your child to say no to drug abuse. That key is in your
ands.

Berkeley High School
Attendance Policy

The Berkeley High School Administration has
announced that they are following the same
policy as last year for unexcused absences and
tardies:

Tardy: A student is tardy if he/she is not in the
classroom when the bell rings, unless the
student enters with a pass.

Absent: A student is absent if he/she is not in
the classroom after 20 minutes of the period
has passed, unless the student enters with a
pass.

Unexcused absence: An unexcused absence
occurs when a student is absent and does not
get a clearance slip from the Attendance Office
(within 5 days). Three tardies are the
equivalent of one unexcused absence.

Accumulated unexcused absences (including
tardies) and consequent grade reduction: If a
student accumulates five unexcused absences
during one report card period (9 weeks), his/
her grade is lowered by one full grade (e.g.,
from an A- to a B-). If a student accumulates
ten unexcused absences during one report
period, his/her grade is lowered by an
additional grade (using the first example: from
a B-to a C-). The student starts fresh each
report card period. Please note: the lowest
grade that a student may receive because of
attendance is a C-.

Appeals: A student or parent/guardian may
appeal a grade reduction by written letter to an
assistant principal. Within 30 days of the
written appeal, the assistant principal shall
convene a committee, comprised of the
assistant principal and two Berkeley High
School classroom teachers, in order to
determine a judgment on the appeal. The
committee shall sustain or deny the appeal, and
its decision shall be final.

You may excuse an absence in one of the
following manners:

Have your student bring a note to the
Attendance Office before school, at lunch, or
after school.

Call the Attendance Office at 644-6209 to excuse
the absence.

Email the Attendance Office at
charles_keefe@berkeley.k12.ca.us.

You must excuse your student within five days
of his/her return. You may also call or email
during his/her absence - just make sure that
you have covered all days. In each case you
should provide the following: your child’s full
name, grade, your name and relationship to the
student, your home phone number (and work
number if applicable), days or periods of
absence, and the reason for your student’s
absence.

Clearance Slip: Your excuse to the Attendance
Office generates a “clearance slip” which
your child must pick up from and show
the teacher(s) whose classes have been
missed.

FOR SENIORS

AND THEIR FAMILIES

From the number of parents who have
already talked with me about their ability to
pay for their student’s college education and
have asked for help, it is clear that financial
aid is on the minds of many people. The
current economic climate is affecting many
families - from loss of jobs and homes to
the reduced value of savings. In response,
colleges are gearing up for more financial
aid applications and exploring ways to meet
the increased demand. According to an
article in The New York Times, the federal
government is estimating that it will need to
set aside an additional $6 billion to fund
the Pell Grant program next year. From all
of this it is clear that while more people will
be applying for aid, money will be available,
although we cannot predict exactly how
much for each individual college.

Therefore, it is more important than ever for
students to apply to a wide range of
colleges, to meet all financial aid deadlines
and to apply for independent scholarships -
those given by organizations not connected
to the college or federal or state agencies.

INCLUDE LESS EXPENSIVE SCHOOLS ON
YOURLIST If your student meets the
eligibility requirements for the UC'’s and/or
Cal States, strongly encourage them to apply
to at least one of the less selective campuses
so that they will have the option of paying
in state tuition. For a student living at
home, the fees for a UC campus are about
$8,000 and for a Cal State campus they are
about $3,000. For students living on
campus, there is an additional cost for room
and board of about $12,200 at UC and CSU
campuses. The community colleges are also
an excellent option and the fees are about
$600 per year, far less than that of the four
year colleges. Students transferring from a
California community college to a UC
campus have priority for admission over
students transferring from any other college
and their graduation rate from the UC is
slightly higher than students starting as a
freshman at a UC campus.

MEET THE FINANCIAL AID DEADLINE OF
EACH SCHOOL It is extremely important to
meet the financial aid deadline for each
school. It is more important to meet the
deadline than to provide the exact numbers
on each of the required forms, as these can
be updated. Go to each college’s financial
aid web page and check what the deadline is
for each school and what documents are
required. All colleges require that families
fill out the Free Application for Federal
Student Aid (FAFSA), but some colleges
require other forms as well. A form to help
you keep track of all of the details is
available at <http://bhs.berkeley.net/
index.php?page=documents> (Financial Aid
Deadlines Chart).

APPLY FOR ALL AVAILABLE SCHOLARSHIPS
There is a scholarship box in the College/
Career Center and new applications will be
coming in throughout the year. A list of the
current scholarship applications is also
available at <http://bhs.berkeley.net/
index.php?page=scholarships>. Students
can also find information on additional
scholarships at <www.fastweb.com>. In
addition, some colleges offer scholarships
for their students which are not based on
financial need. Check each college’s
admission and financial aid websites to
learn whether or not the scholarships they
offer require a separate application from the
application for admission.
